Theatre plays and lectures about Kasper Hauser's life and death

Local Legend: In the year 1828 a teenage boy arrived in Nuremberg and
claimed his name was Kasper Hauser. He claimed his physical and
psychological limitations like partial muteness were due to lifelong confinement
and parental alienation. He was celebrated in Nuremberg and Ansbach as a
mysterious figure, paraded around town and invited to local and international
events. Rumours even spread that he was the long-lost heir to the Bavarian
throne. This rumour, however, was debunked twice: once during Kasper's
lifetime and once more in 2024 with modern DNA testing. His death was as
mysterious as his life as he allegedly died of his own stab wounds. It is
suspected that he wanted to hurt himself in order to create media attention
when his fame was slowly diminishing. His alle?ed plan was thwarted however,
when he pushed the knife too deep in the chest subsequently killing himself.
His story fascinated royalty and commoners alike. He was either celebrated as
a long-lost king, tormented kid or talented conman. His tales include being kept
in a cellar for 14 years, learning to write inljust one lesson in the
aforementioned dark cellar, learning to walk within minutes and pretending to
understand Hungarian so he could go on two vacations there.
